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2 Corinthians 5:17 
Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a new creature: old things are passed away; behold, all things are become new.

Col 2:12-14 [You were] buried with Him in baptism, in which you also were raised with Him through faith in the working of God, who raised Him from the dead. 13 And you, being dead in your trespasses and the uncircumcision of your flesh, He has made alive together with Him, having forgiven you all trespasses, 14 having wiped out the handwriting of requirements that was against us, which was contrary to us. And He has taken it out of the way, having nailed it to the cross.
How do I correctly position myself to receive greatest blessings?

· Reckoning is a way of positioning yourself for all the covenant blessings of God.

It’s not just hearing/receiving the WORD in your life, but it’s your relation to it. 
· Am I in agreement with His word?
· Do I choose it for my life/circumstances?
· Have I given Holy Spirit permission to make changes in me and my circumstances to bring it about?
· Do I consider it final authority?
· Do I imagine myself with the end result?
· Am I allowing things in to choke or hinder the manifestation of the promise?

Rom 6:11  Likewise you also, reckon yourselves to be dead indeed to sin, but alive to God in Christ Jesus our Lord.

· V. 11 - RECKON = LOGIZAMAI
· Means to calculate, take into account, think, consider, let one’s mind dwell on, be of the opinion
· Biblical meaning: is I consider it, take it into account, calculate it AS SO or AS DONE according to God’s word.

· The Romans 6 context can be “wordy” and at times hard to understand, but here are the main points from that chapter are:
· Rom. 5:12: Sin is the condition into which all descendants of fallen Adam are born 
· When you received Christ, you DIED (past tense) to sin and its power to dominate you was broken.
· Satan and sin have not died – they still have power and are appealing. That’s why we make NO PLACE for the devil (Ephesians 4:27) or the works of the flesh (Rom. 6:12-14)
· We no longer have to sin because you are DEAD TO SIN and ALIVE TO GOD IN CHRIST.  
· Just as Christ FULLY DIED, you fully died to sin’s power to dominate you.  Just as Christ was FULLY MADE ALIVE, you are alive in Christ and his resurrection power enabling  your present state of freedom from sin.
WE ARE TOLD TO RECKON OURSELVES IN 2 AREAS:
1 – RECKON Death of Jesus
1- RECKON Ourselves ALIVE UNTO GOD
We are further told to do 2 things concerning sin:
1 – Don’t let sin REIGN in your mortal bodies
2 – Don’t present your MEMBERS as instruments of unrighteousness but present them as instruments of RIGHTEOUSNESS unto God
RECKONING CAN BE USED WITH ANY AREA OF THE WORD THAT YOU NEED MANIFEST

Rom. 10:8-11
But what does it say? “The word is near you, in your mouth and in your heart”[e] (that is, the word of faith which we preach): 9 that if you confess with your mouth the Lord Jesus and believe in your heart that God has raised Him from the dead, you will be saved. 10 For with the heart one believes unto righteousness, and with the mouth confession is made unto salvation. 11 For the Scripture says, “Whoever believes on Him will not be put to shame.”[


We can Reckon ourselves

· Saved, Healed, Prosperous, peaceful, walking in light…etc.
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
