       8 Now as Jannes and Jambres withstood Moses (believed to be the magicians who resisted Moses in Ex 7:11), so do these also resist (oppose) the truth: men of corrupt minds (depraved), reprobate concerning the faith. (not standing the test, unapproved, those whose moral sense is perverted and whose minds are clouded with their own ideas) concerning the faith.9 But they shall proceed no further: for their folly shall be manifest unto all men, as theirs also was.
10 But thou hast fully known my doctrine, manner of life, purpose, faith, longsuffering, charity, patience,11 Persecutions, afflictions, which came unto me at Antioch, at Iconium, at Lystra; what persecutions I endured: but out of them all the Lord delivered me.12 Yea, and all that will live godly in Christ Jesus shall suffer persecution.
     13 But evil men and seducers (imposters) shall wax worse and worse, deceiving, and being deceived.
14 But continue thou in the things which thou hast learned (understood) and hast been assured of (tested and time proved, firmly persuaded of), knowing (considering) of whom thou hast learned them;
      15 And that from a child thou hast known the holy scriptures, which are able to make thee wise unto salvation (soteria-rescue, deliver) through faith which is in Christ Jesus.
        16 All scripture is given by inspiration of God, (GOD BREATHED-- HE RELEASED THE POWER OF HIMSELF INTO THE SCRIPTURES)    
Rom 1:16 KJV16 For I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ: for it is the power of God unto salvation to every one that believeth;

and is profitable (relevant, useful, timely) for doctrine (teaching, learning), for reproof (conviction, correction of error), for correction (straightening up again, improvement), for instruction (training, guidance) in righteousness:
17 That the man of God may be perfect( complete, fitted, mature, proficient), thoroughly furnished unto all good works.
    
2 Tim 4:1-4 AMP1 I CHARGE [you] in the presence of God and of Christ Jesus, Who is to judge the living and the dead, and by (in the light of) His coming and His kingdom: 2 Herald and preach the Word! Keep your sense of urgency [stand by, be at hand and ready], whether the opportunity seems to be favorable or unfavorable. [Whether it is convenient or inconvenient, whether it is welcome or unwelcome, you as preacher of the Word are to show people in what way their lives are wrong.] And convince them, rebuking and correcting, warning and urging and encouraging them, being unflagging and inexhaustible in patience and teaching. 3 For the time is coming when [people] will not tolerate (endure) sound and wholesome instruction, but, having ears itching [for something pleasing and gratifying], they will gather to themselves one teacher after another to a considerable number, chosen to satisfy their own liking and to foster the errors they hold, 4 And will turn aside from hearing the truth and wander off into myths and man-made fictions.
